The Brandes U.S. Value Equity SMA Composite seeks to provide long-term capital appreciation by investing 
primarily in the equity securities of U.S. issuers with equity market capitalizations that exceed $5 billion at 
the time of purchase. Bundled fee accounts comprise 100% of composite assets beginning January 1, 2018. 
Performance for prior years is derived from Brandes’ non-SMA U.S. Value Equity Composite, which is 
managed in a substantially similar strategy.
