Price/Book: price per share divided by book value per share. Price/Earnings: price per share divided by earnings per share. Price/Cash Flow: price per share divided by cash flow per
share. Active Share: a measure of the percentage of stock holdings in a manager's portfolio that differ from the benchmark index. Standard Deviation: a measure of how much an
investment's returns can vary from its average return. Weighted Average Market Cap: the weighted average capitalization of the companies based on total securities owned in the
portfolio. Dividend Yield: calculated by annualizing the last quarterly dividend paid and dividing it by the current share price. The dividend yield is that of the securities held in the portfolio;
it is not reflective of the yield distributed to shareholders.
